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priests did more with those donations than with the widow’s
penny. But Jesus takes account of the widow’s generosity and
wealth in a different way.

Did the woman notice Jesus? Did she enter the temple wonder-
ing if she was accomplishing anything by donating her small
amount? Did she worry whether she was giving enough? Did
she compare herself to the others at the treasury? Did the other
people in the temple notice her? The disciples are the ones who
hear Jesus explain what her generosity means. Did the woman
hear Jesus talking about her? Did she leave the temple at peace
with her own giving?

The prophet Elijah finds another widow; this one has less than
enough to eat for herself and her son. Elijah asks her for a meal.
She takes what little she has left and prepares it for the three of
them. Amazing generosity is here too. The prophet assures the
woman, “Do not be afraid.” She’ll be rewarded with food enough
for many days. Elijah was right. God blessed her.

What fears did the woman in the temple have the day Jesus
saw her? What did it take for her to give what she had? What
did she hope for next?

We can’t hear these stories without wondering—are we gener-
ous? Generous enough?

Do not be afraid.
