The Jews didn’t need
a king. Their land was governed by Caesar.

Pilate is in a tough spot. Is Jesus a king or not? A prisoner
is handed to him. Pilate would like to be done with this whole
business. Certainly this man has stirred up the city. But were
his actions those of a king?

At Jesus’ crucifixion, the sign reads King. Critics complain
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that Pilate should have said, Some called him a king.
Jesus’ disciples learned a king can suffer. Three days later.
